· Using material created by another student at your school or anywhere else and passing it off as your own (with or without their consent). 

· Using a paper-writing "service" which offers to sell written papers for a fee. 

· Translations (with or without translation software) of texts from other languages and submitting them as your own work. 

Plagiarism is an extremely serious academic offense. Students should be aware that they will be severely penalized if caught engaging in any form of plagiarism. If you have any questions or doubts about how to document the sources of your ideas, please consult your instructor. 

· General behavior 
Students must maintain a good behavior both in and outside their classes.
