The students will learn to: understand and produce simple sentences; ask and answer questions about simple topics (family, hobbies, weather, etc.); perform basic communications tasks such as introductions, asking directions, describing objects etc.; understand and produce simple conversations; understand the instructions in class and follow directions for classroom activities; learn and apply grammar rules and reading skills necessary to succeed in TOEIC examinations.
